Split Elm Summer Camp 2010
Eligibility:

Split Elm Camp is open to ages 7-17. Campers must own their own mount with the exception of lesson students who borrow a horse for the week. Lesson horses are very limited, first come first serve. 
What type of camp is this?

Split Elm Camp aims to educate the well-rounded rider. The camp will be loosely based on eventing principles. Eventing is an equestrian sport that includes the phases of dressage, show jumping, and cross-country. Eventing is both a national and international sport and it is represented in the Olympics. Children and mounts do not need experience in this sport. 

Suitability of mounts:

Horses should be able in shape enough to ride for 1-2 hours daily. The summer heat is always a consideration, and in case of a heat wave, the mounts and riders will be closely monitored for signs of tiring or dehydration. 

Activities include: mounted lessons, games, swimming, unmounted lessons, trail riding. 

Hours: Student drop-off between 9 and 9:30. Camp is over at 3:00 pm for Monday through Thursday. On Friday there will be an end of camp show starting at 12:30. After the show your camper will go home with you. In the event of a storm we will bring the activities inside. If the weather is too bad we will cancel camp and refund you $50 for the day. 
Instructors: 

Stephanie Morrongiello and Jen Kupp will be the primary instructor of this camp.
What our camper will need: Riders should come dressed in riding apparel everyday and bring a change of clothes including a bathing suit and towel. Lunch is provided, however, if you child has special nutritional needs please let us know and we will try to accommodate them. Sun-block is a good idea to bring as well. 

Prices: 

$275 for a camper who boards their horse at Split Elm

$325 for campers who borrow a lesson horse for the week

$300 for a “trailer-in” camper who owns their own horse but must board is temporarily at Split Elm for the week of camp. A stall will be provided as well as some turn-out time in the round-pen. 

***New for 2010 campers ages 16-17 may join the camp as a CIT. That is a counselor in training. They will experience camp mainly in the same way that the other children do except they will also learn about teaching and training of horses. They will also be expected to be like a teacher’s aide and help with the younger campers. These CIT’s can participate for the discounted price of $250. Maximum of two per camp. 

Please make sure you secure your child’s spot as soon as possible as there are only ten spots per camp session.
